Addressing the FCC’s May 1, 2011 Substantial Service Requirement

Program Summary

Whether your institution is using its EBS channels to deliver educational programming or has leased up to 95% of its spectrum capacity to a commercial operator to enable, enhance or sustain educational services, every license must meet the FCC’s substantial service requirements no later than May 2011.   In response to on-going compliance concerns, NEBSA sponsored a webinar on May 25th, 2010.  This recorded event contains information specific to regulatory requirements, plans by the largest commercial EBS lessees on how it will assist its lease partners meet compliance, and options for licensees without commercial operator support.   This information was presented by the following panel of speakers and moderated by Lynn Rejniak, Chair of the National EBS Association.

Todd Gray, a prominent Dow Lohnes attorney in Washington, D.C. who supports NEBSA’s regulatory efforts addresses how the FCC’s “Substantial Service” requirements impacts EBS license holders.  

Brandon Bullis, Spectrum Development Director at Clearwire Corporation, shares details on how Clearwire plans to address substantial service for the EBS spectrum it leases across the U.S.  

Bob Finch of Cirpass LLC, a former telecommunications executive and consultant to the EBS industry, who presented at the Annual Conference, provides an overview of what options are available to educators/EBS License holders to meet substantial service requirements without a commercial lease and operator support.
